When I’ve spoken of my experiences with EWB-USA and
Lafayette, people have said that they couldn’t travel like that or
commit so much time. My point is that we don’t have to travel far
from home to find problems to solve.

We can get involved in our schools, local universities and
colleges, churches, local civic organizations, local, regional and/or
state politics, or national organizations such as ASCE or EWB.
We can do anything, from designing and implementing a water
system in a small, rural Honduran community, to building a home
for a family in Allentown, to affecting local or state level
infrastructure issues, to helping a family in our congregation or
parish get back on their feet, to mentoring students and colleagues,
to anything else we put our minds to.

We civil engineers are well suited, both by training and nature, to
working towards solutions to problems. Not only are we well
suited to do this, but our obligation as civil engineers is clear. As
stated in the Fundamental Principles of the ASCE Code of Ethics:

Engineers uphold and advance the integrity, honor and
dignity of the engineering profession by: 1) using their
knowledge and skill for the enhancement of human welfare
and the environment. (ASCE Code of Ethics. Adopted
1914, Amended 2006)

All we have to do is look for opportunities, and find the place
where we can share our knowledge and experience and do what
we do best — provide practical solutions to problems. Our ability to

Students from a dozen schools gathered at Lafayette College
in Easton, PA on April 5th for the ASCE Mid-Atlantic
Regional Student Conference. Each school participated in the
Concrete Canoe, Steel Bridge and Technical Paper
competitions. Members from the Lehigh Valley ASCE YMF
were in attendance to aid in judging the technical papers and
presentations by the students.

The topic for this year's papers and presentations was Great
Projects in Civil Engineering, and each team of students took a
different approach to defining greatness. Each paper was
diverse and informative, with subject matter ranging from the
Itaipu Dam to the Interstate Highway System to nuclear waste
disposal.  The presentations were crafted with unique
presentation techniques and terminology.

After careful scoring by Greg Kuklinski, P.E., M.ASCE, Ben
Guthrie, E.LT., AM.ASCE and Tim Kramer, E.LT.,
A.M.ASCE, Villanova’s paper and corresponding presentation
on the Brooklyn Bridge was declared the winner of the
competition.
